  Picture Perfect Arrangements 
Apparently there’s more to hanging pictures than getting out the 
power tools and measuring tape and hammering nails into the 
wall.  Apparently it’s more art than science.  Here’s some things 
to keep in mind when hanging art: 
 
Chair arrangements: 
With attention to scale and balance—and these examples—your 
framed collections will be a visual feast, rather than a meager  
afterthought. 
 
• The first (symmetrical) composition, with mirror like images 

on either side of an imaginary center line gathers together the 
furniture grouping by visually hugging the chairs closer to the 
lamp. 

 
• For design balance, over scaled furniture requires a wall ar-

rangement with gusto, such as this single dramatic work.  It 
breaks into both chairs to link the grouping, but isn’t over-
shadowed by the slim lines of the lamp. 

 
• Uneven numbers of objects are more interesting than group-

ings of even numbers.  Equal spacing between three frames 
hung close to the lightly scaled chairs capture interest, which 
is heightened by the simple, off-center lamp. 

 
• Anchored by the low horizontal fish, this arrangement is bal-

anced by the large fish print on the left and the “school” of 
smaller objects on the right in this uneven grouping. 



Favourite Family Recipes 
 

 
Szechuan Chicken 

 
 
 
By now, you all know that we like things “spiced up a notch or two” and this is a recipe 
we make a lot.  It’s easy, healthy, spicy and delicious and that makes it a good “carb 
friendly” week night dinner.   We throw it in the marinade in the morning and throw it on 
the BBQ that night.   
 
Marinade: 
 
3 TB  Reduced sodium soy sauce 
1½ TB  Rice wine or dry sherry 
1 tsp  Rice vinegar 
1 tsp  Minced fresh ginger root 
1 clove  Garlic, minced 
1 TB  Chinese chili paste  
Pinch   Freshly ground pepper 
1 TB  Dark sesame oil 
 
4 boneless and skinless chicken breasts with fat removed (about 1 pound) 
 
1. Combine all the marinade ingredients in a baking dish and mix well. 
2. Place chicken breasts in marinade and turn to coat evenly.  Cover tightly and refriger-

ate for at least 2 hours or overnight. 
3. Prepare the coals for grilling or preheat broiler. 
4. Remove chicken from marinade and discard the marinade.  Grill or broil chicken for 

about 3 or 4 minutes per side, or until desired degree of doneness. 
 
Serve with your favourite salad, veggies, rice or noodles. 
 
 

Market Watch 
The Canadian resale housing market is heading towards its second best year on record, accord-
ing to CREA Chief Economist Gregory Klump. He made the comments during his presentation 
to the Economic Research Committee of the Canadian Home Builders’ Association (CHBA) in 
St. John’s, Nfld. in early March. 
“Tracking MLS® sales from the first quarter of 2003, compared to 2004, shows a national in-
crease of 14 per cent in the average price after adjusting for inflation,” Klump said during his 
presentation. “There are three provinces where the increase in average price, adjusted for infla-
tion, has surpassed that national average – Quebec, Manitoba and British Columbia.” 
CREA’s Chief Economist told the CHBA Committee that, based on trends through to the end of 
January, MLS® sales volume in 2005 would be down 3.5 per cent compared to 2004, which set 
records for both volume and number of units sold through the Multiple Listing Service. National 
home sales through MLS® totaled 461,535 units in 2004, an annual increase of 4.8 per cent and 
the fourth consecutive year in which MLS® residential unit sales set a new annual record. An-
nual activity set records in six provinces – Newfoundland, Prince Edward Island, New Bruns-
wick, Ontario Alberta and British Columbia. 
The annual value of MLS® home sales across Canada set a new record in 2004 ($104.4 billion) 
for the sixth consecutive year, and was up 15 per cent from 2003. MLS® dollar volume reached 
its highest annual record in all provinces except Nova Scotia. In 2004, the national average price 
posted its biggest annual increase since 1989, and at $226,170 reached its highest level on re-
cord for the sixth consecutive year. 
“Even with that drop from 2004 historic levels, 2005 is on track to be the second best year in the 
history of MLS®,” Klump added. (CREA 02/03/2005)  
 
In keeping with the national trends, the Kelowna real estate market remains very strong.  Some 
of the January 2005 highlights include: 
 
• The market picked up significantly over December 2004.  
• The number of new listings was up significantly (almost double) that of last month which 

may help to stabilize the market.  Because the inventory levels have been so low, many 
homeowners have chosen to renovate rather than upgrade. 

• The number of residential sales was up 5.8% in January over December at 147 sales which 
was virtually the same as January of last year (roughly  3 more sales). 

• The value of those sales was up 13% over December which was 22.5% higher than January 
of 2004. 

• The average sale price was up in January to $307,809.  That was a significant increase over 
last January’s $254,850.
