Sales are up 3.6% over last year for the year 2005.

The value of residential home sales is up 21.5% over last year at $463 million.

The average number of days a residential home is on the market in 2005 is 61 compared to
49 last year. For lots, the number of days is 222 and for condominiums, the number of days
on the market is 75.

The average house price for a residential home in 2005 is $321,762 compared to $274,339
in 2004, an increase of 17%.

The median house price in 2005 is $297,500 compared to $257,000 in 2004, an increase of
15%. The median house price reflects the average house price less the high and low
anomalies.

97% of all homes that are listed for sale actually sell, essentially unchanged from 2004.

The most active price ranges continue to be the $240,000 to $330,000 price range.
