For those of you that have been converted to health junkies since the New Year, here‟s a  

recipe for a tasty muffin.   

 

Oatmeal, Blueberry and Banana Muffin Tops  
 

1 cup quick cooking rolled oats (not instant) 

1 cup all-purpose flour 

½ cup oat bran 

½ cup brown sugar 

⅓ cup flaked coconut 

1 tsp each baking powder and ground cinnamon 

½ tsp each baking soda and salt 

1 cup mashed banana (we use apple sauce) 

½ cup low-fat plain yogurt (we use low fat buttermilk) 

3 Tbsp butter, melted 

1 egg 

1 tsp vanilla 

1 cup fresh blueberries 

 

Preheat oven to 375°F.  Spray or butter two 6 cup muffin-top pans with cooking spray and 

set aside.   

 

In a large bowl, combine oats, flour, oat bran, sugar, coconut, baking powder, cinnamon, 

baking soda and salt.  Mix well. 

 

In a medium bowl, whisk together bananas, yogurt, butter, egg and vanilla.  Add wet 

ingredients to dry ingredients and mix just until dry ingredients are moistened.  Batter will 

be thick.  Gently fold in blueberries. 

 

Divide batter evenly among muffin-top cups.  Bake for 12 to 14 minutes or until muffin 

tops are puffed up and a toothpick inserted in center comes out clean.  Remove muffin tops 

from pans and cool on a wire rack.
